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Gender-based violence, or violence against women (VAW), is a major public health and human rights problem throughout the world. 

The United Nations General Assembly defines "violence against women" as "any act of gender-based violence that results in, or is likely to result in, physical, sexual or mental harm or suffering to women, including threats of such acts, coercion or arbitrary deprivation of liberty, whether occurring in public or in private life." But the grounds of this kind of crime must be considered different for each culture, and Georgia is not an exception.
When speaking about GBV in Georgia, we must not forget culture of our country and different ethnical groups residing in Georgia. Lifestyle, rules and traditions are different and the number of women victims is different for each group as well. Male violence against women is not the inevitable result of male biology or sexuality, but more a matter of how society views masculinity. Without doubt, Georgia is a developing country, where there are numerous organizations struggling against the world wide spread problem. For instance; UNFPA Georgia together with Royal Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Norway is implementing a three-year initiative on the project “Combating Gender Based Violence in the South Caucasus” aiming creation of environment in order to reduce GBV and support protection of human rights, but the solution of the problem will not be found easily. 
There are different factors that will prevent successful implementation of programmes linked with GBV in Georgia. Firstly, these are ethnic groups, who have quite different point of view on this issue, not to say anything about the lack of awareness. The Criminal Code of Georgia does not consider any article related specifically for such kind of crime. Moreover, legal systems and cultural norms often do not treat GBV as a crime, but rather as a "private" family matter or a normal part of life.
Lots of researches are conducted to find solution to the problem, but we forget that GBV is not just a crime, for certain part of society it is an ordinary part of everyday life and meanwhile spending huge sums on surveys, they even do not realize that they are victims and can live in a better world. This type of violence is frequently invisible since it happens behind closed doors.
