4. Qualification of the graduate program

The interdisciplinary Master’s Program in Gender Studies is the first and the only graduate level program in Gender Studies thoughout the Caucasus region. The Program has been developed in close cooperation with the Women’s and Gender Studies Department at Rutgers University, New Jersew, USA, and the Department of Gender Studies at Central European University, Budapest, Hungary. The program is funded by the grant of the Open Society Institute. Students of the Master’s Program in Gender Studies ghave a unique  oppportunity to receive a graduate level training in Social Sciences meeting international standards, to excel in Gender Studies education, to gain practical work experience through the internship.
The program is interdisciplinary and aims at:

· Providing students with uptodate knowledge on gender as a social, cultural, political, and economic phenomenon;

· Developing skills of critical thinking and inquiry;

· Prepare them for practical work on gender concerns.

Students are instructed and supervised by TSU professors, lecturers from Academic Fellowship Program, professionals with work experience at international and local women’s organizations. Guest lectures and workshops for students are regularly delivered by visiting professors from leading universities of Europe and North America.
The language of instruction is English.
