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The research of Georgian print media and TV on combating domestic violence in the country
was carried out in the frames of the project “Interagency United Efforts to Combat Domestic
Violence in Georgia: Local or Western Agenda?” supported by ASCN. 
According to social constructionist position, on which the present study is based, media is one of the major actors in shaping the views and activities of population; therefore, the construct of domestic violence existing with Georgian citizens to certain extent depends on how it is represented in media.
Research of 6 major Georgian newspapers and four major TV channels (years 2006-2010) showed that there is no public discourse on combating DV in Georgia. Some activity appeared in Summer 2006 at the time of approving anti-violence law by the Parliament. Since then, except of sporadic articles and TV programs it has stayed quiet on the topic. At the same time, in almost all cases the media production on the topic is initiated by local and international non-government organizations and supported by the state bodies responsible.
